
Waybil l  Non Negotiable

Received by the Carrier from the Shipper in apparent good order and condit ion (unless
otherwise noted herein) the total number or quantity of containers or other packages or
units indicated in the box on the face of this Waybil l  entit led “total number of containers or
packages” received by the Carrier for carriage from the place of receipt or the port of
loading, whichever is applicable, to the port of discharge or the place of delivery,
whichever is applicable, subject to the terms and condit ions of the Carriers standard Bil l  of
Lading terms and condit ions and tariff for the relevant trade which are mutatis mutandis
applicable to this Waybil l  (copies of which may be obtained from the Carrier or his agent).
Except for l ive animals and Goods which are stated herein to be carried on deck and are
so carried, these terms and condit ions are warranted by the Carrier in respect to the sea
portion of the carriage to apply the Hague Visby Rules or the Hague Rules whichever
would have been applicable if this Waybil l  were a Bil l  of Lading. In either case the
provisions of article 111 Rule 4 of the Hague Visby Rules are deemed to be incorporated
herein.

The contract evidenced by this Waybil l  is deemed to be a contract of carriage as defined in
article 1 (b) of the Hague Rules and the Hague Visby Rules. However this Waybil l  is not a
document of t i t le to the goods.

Delivery wil l  be made to the Consignee named, or his authorised agents, on production of
proof of identity at the port of discharge or place of delivery, whichever is applicable.
Should the Consignee require delivery to a party and or premises other than as shown on
the face of this Waybil l  in the consignee box, then written instructions must be given by the
Consignee to the Carrier or his agent. Unless the Shipper expressly waives his right to
control the goods unti l  delivery by means of a clause on the face hereof, such instructions
from the Consignee wil l  be subject to any instructions to the contrary by the shipper.

Unless instructed to the contrary by the Shipper prior to the commencement of carriage
and noted accordingly on the face hereof, the Carrier wil l ,  subject to the aforesaid terms
and condit ions, process cargo claims with the Consignee. Claim settlement, i f  any, shall be
a complete discharge of the Carriers l iabil i ty to the Shipper. The Shipper accepts the said
standard terms and condit ions on his own behalf, on behalf of the Consignee and the
Owner of the Goods, and authorises the Consignee to bring suit against the Carrier in his
own name but as agent of the Shipper, and warrants that he has the authority so to accept
and authorise. The Shipper further undertakes that no claim or allegation in respect of the
Goods shall be made against the Carrier by any persons other than in accordance with the
terms and condit ions of this Waybil l .

Carrier means the vessel and its owner or demise charterer.
